


@ RSS system components

The RSS dismountable system for flat roofs consists of 3 components.
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1) Stanchion in working condition )

(@ Stanchion

(® Rack support

(© Hook

@ Securing pin and securing clip

(®) Coupling plates

() Horizontal beam
Counterweight support

(® Type plate
@ Roof edge

Note: Requires roof edge at least 100 mm high.
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1) Stanchion in transport condition

(@ Securing pen and securing clip

2) Concrete block )

(@) Concrete block
(b) Handle

© Type plate

3) Fence, 3 or 4 metres )

Side support

(b) Tube 3 or 4 metres
© Interim strip

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Assembling and dismantling the system

Ensure adequate individual protection when assembling, dismantling or moving the system.

Before assembly:

During assembly:

Check that all components of the RSS system to be used are free of damage and
any faults. Check that the roof gradient meets the requirements for flat roofs.
Assemble 2 stanchions and 1 fence section in a safe zone and then push the whole
unit to the roof edge and secure it completely with the concrete blocks.

Assembling stanchions

0Assemble the first and second stanchions
in the safe zone

@Remove the securing clip and securing pin
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6 Unfold the stanchion with coupling plate and
install the securing clip and securing pin
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@ Set the stanchion in the vertical position and
press it downward

@Check that the top bolt of the stanchion sits
in the lowest position of the vertical slot
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@ Place the second stanchion within the fence
section 1 meter from the first stanchion

a Repeat steps 2 to 5 inclusive
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Placing fence

@ Place the fence with the bottom tubes in the
rack support
Caution: End of fence must protrude at
least 50 cm!

@ Tum the fence against the stanchions and
lock the hooks on the first and second
stanchions.
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@ Push the fence against the roof edge and
place the concrete blocks

m Place a 2nd fence section following points
1 to 10 inclusive

@ Place the closing fence between the 1st and
2nd fence sections

@Dismantle / break down the system in
the reverse order

Note: Each section of fence must have at least 2 stanchions as support. Stanchions must be a maximum of 2 metres
apart with a fence of 3 metres and 3 metres apart with a fence of 4 metres
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
